The Tennis and Pickleball Courts at Sullivan and Chapman Parks are now able to be reserved through our website https://

sullivan.recdesk.com. The courts can be reserved from 9am to 7pm for residents and noon to 7pm for non-residents Monday—

Sunday.  Reservations are limited to a maximum of 2 hours on 2 courts on any given day and can be reserved up to 1 week in ad-

vance.  The 3rd court will be left available for walk in resident play.

Everyone wishing to 

be included in the lottery is asked to fill out a pavilion reservation form located in the forms section of the website at https://

sullivan.recdesk.com. All RESIDENT reservations must include a $100.00 security deposit at the time their form is submitted. 

Forms and payment can either be dropped off in the drop box at the main entrance of the Parks & Recreation Dept. building or 

sent by mail to the Town of Sullivan Parks & Recreation Dept. 707 Legion Drive, Chittenango, NY  13037.  The deposit can be paid 

by check (payable to Town of Sullivan Parks & Rec. Dept.) or credit card. Your deposit will be refunded within 30 days of the  

concluded event, providing the pavilion and surrounding grounds are left clean and free of damage, litter, etc.  Please include an 

alternate pavilion or date when turning in your forms.
